3. Minutes of last meeting 
Minutes had been previously circulated to all committee members by email and no amendments had been requested. They were read and agreed as an accurate record. Actions arising from the last minutes were all completed.

5. Election of Officers – All committee members present agreed to remain in post, it was identified last year that further representation was required in relation to Wrestling as Ian Bevan had retired. John Owen from the Metropolitan Police was proposed by IW and seconded by AM. DCC G Gerrard had been formally appointed as Chair of the section and welcomed to PSUK Counsel by CC Andrew Cameron, Chair of PSUK, he has expressed his desire to become involved at the earliest opportunity.
6. Accounts – AM gave an overview of the accounts, all three in a healthy state, although there has been little activity in the Wrestling section.

7. Activities Previous 12 Months

a. Judo – CH gave an overview on sectional activity over the last 12 months, including training weekends at Lancashire in November 06, Cardiff in March 07. The USPE Championships in Moscow March/April 2007 were the most successful ever with one gold and two bronze medals. GB police finishing 3rd overall and the ladies team finishing 3rd. It was felt that the training camp held at Bath University in the lead up to the event went a long way to assist the players in their preparation and will be utilised in future. b.Weightlifting – Paul Hooker has updated AM by means of email throughout the year, he is currently busy organising this years Wrestling and Weightlifting championships to be held in Dorset at the end of October.

c. Wrestling IW gave an overview on wrestling activities, particular the PSUK Nationals in London which were well attended, with 42 officers and staff competing. The USPE Wrestling is scheduled to take place in Russia in 2008, but no date has yet been publicised, but is intended that GB police will be sending a team to the event.
8. National Championships – this year’s championship were discussed and it was agreed that thus far it was running very smoothly. AM reported that Mark Brew from Merseyside had confirmed arrangements were underway for next year’s championships and that AM had been invited and will attend an organisation meeting with their committee. North Wales police have offered to host the event in 2009 as Gloucestershire were experiencing some difficulties. (Inspector Mark Ord will be progressing this for North Wales). Discussion took place surrounding the difficulty in doing this, AM offered to attempt to undertake this piece of work – Action AM to make inventory of trophies
15. AOB

a. AM made the suggestion that the term “Veterans” was removed from the categories from the next championships onwards and replaced with the term “Senior”. This was agreed by all present.

b. CH presented the criteria for selection to the National Squad, which was signed by CH, MC and AM. Darren Dean (Technical Committee) also signed the document. AM undertook an Action to source “National” and “International” badges for those selected.
