1. Minutes of last meeting were previously agreed in Sept 2004

2. Accounts – Andy Moss gave an overview of the three separate accounts held by the section Judo, Wrestling and Weightlifting. He mentioned that no bids for finance were made last year for wrestling or weightlifting as there had been no spending other than the National Championships.

3. Activities in the last 12 Months

a. BJA National Team Championships – Chris Hunt gave an overview of the problems caused to by G8 (same weekend as competition) to finding competitors of sufficient standard to compete in this event.  It is hoped to field a team in this year’s event.

b. PSUK National Championships 2004 – Andy Moss gave an overview on hosting the event, the lessons learned and the new system of liasing with the host force to establish best practice and skill sharing.

c. PSUK National weightlifting and wrestling championships 2004 – Ian Wiggett gave an overview of last years event held in Strathclyde, number were low in wrestling and Olympic weightlifting, but powerlifting numbers were strong. Strathclyde are hosting the event again this year.

d. PSUK – Inter Services Powerlifting match – Pete Sparks gave an update on the match that was held on the 21st July between team from the Met , PSUK and Army with the PSUK team being victorious. Action  - Pete Sparks to submit a report and result sheet in relation to the event. A further inter services match will take place in March 2006.

e. PSUK Judo training weekends – Andy Moss told the committee about these continuing events and the wish to stage some of them further South and perhaps one in Scotland. The facilities at GMP are very good and provided at a greatly reduced cost, making the price difficult to match. Action – Andy Moss to explore alternative venues.

4. National Championships 2006 – discussion took place regarding both events, Judo is being hosted by Greater Manchester and LB stated he would mention 2007 and 2008 in his address at the presentation dinner that evening. IW stated that he would canvass for a venue at the forthcoming championships. Action Ian Wiggett to establish where the next PSUK Wrestling and Weightlifting will be held in 2006.
4. USPE Russia 2007 – Andy Moss reported on the fact that the next USPE Judo would be in Russia in 2007 although to date no documentation had been received. He stated that in order to be competitive we would have to select the very best team and consider sending the team on a training camp as part of the preparation. All were agreeable to this. The team will be selected towards the end of 2006 after the Autumn training weekend and National Championships. Action MC and AM to scope a training weekend for the selected PSUK team as preparation.

5. AOB – 

a. The committee wished Brian Rollings a speedy recovery from illness.

b. Chris Hunt brought up the possibility of utilising existing contacts with Bristol University to establish a training weekend at that location and the fact that there had been an invite for PSUK to compete in a judo tournament in New York, it would likely be self funded. Action CH to advertise at next training weekend in November 2005.
