3. Minutes of last meeting

5. Reports –

Finance (AM) – Andy explained that all three accounts were in credit. There was sufficient money within the judo account to fund the return match wit the Spanish police should the invite be forthcoming. There are no accountancy issues which need addressing.

Judo (CH) – Chris covered a number of issues relating to judo – 

a. Squad selection, due to the need to focus selected squad members to the levels they need to attain to compete at the standard to engage in National competition. There will be a change to the squad selection criteria that will include the need for selected squad members to compete in at least 3 open events throughout the year. MC, AM , CH and Darren Dean will need to select the squad over the next month. -

b.  Spanish/Welsh/PSUK competition was discussed and it was agreed that this had been a very successful venture and that when the Spanish police return the invite, we will be keen to send a team and continue the relationship.
c. December Training weekend – discussion took place regarding the Autumn training weekend. Problems still continue with a venue in the North of England, however Andy Grand from Surrey has managed to secure NPIA Bramshill at a reasonable rate £93 per person. It was agreed that the next training weekend should be held there again. Andy Moss will send out invites and include Prison Service, also scope a match with either them of Navy. CH will organise a guest coach. CH will arrange compliance with junior syllabus input for 2 hours to secure re validation status for coaches. The April training weekend can be held at Cardiff if the dojo is finished and can be obtained at a competitive price (joint Welsh/PSUK?)

d. BJA articles – an issue has been under negotiation with Scott McCarthey regarding a change to the BJA articles which in effect has removed PSUK, Army, Navy, RAF and British Universties from their position as “areas”. This has been challenged buy PSUK and to date not been resolved. The committee agreed that this needed to be progressed and perhaps with a joint front with others affected.

6. Wrestling/Weight-lifting (IW) – Ian gave an overview on activity including the preparation for USPE in October, there will be 4 competitors (Jethroe Christie North Wales, Darren Goodway, Bedfordshire, Will Lexton and Alex Hannah, Metropolitan) Coach will be Jon Owens, Referee Ian Wiggett and delegate Andy Moss. There has been a preparation camp held in Bedfordshire and Andy Moss is organising, flights, tracksuits, wrestling kit and visas etc.

The National Championships have been organised for November in Dorset, this will include wrestling, weightlifting and power lifting. Paul Hooker is organising the event.

Ian has now qualified as an International Level 3 referee and was congratulated by the committee on this achievement.
AM covered the continuing activity within this part of the section with Paul Hooker from Dorset doing some excellent work organising the power-lifting which goes from strength to strength. The Olympic weight-lifting remains fairly quiet.
