2. Dan Grade Register – AP
Alan Petheridge made a suggestion that PSUK Judo were in such a strong state, both technically and by membership, that it should consider starting an independent register for all Dan grades. Discussion took place regarding the matter and it was agreed it was a good idea, although it was accepted that any grade would need to be recognised by the BJA. It was also agreed that the register should also contain those members of PSUK who are other related qualifications (for example Coaches, examiners, Kata, Tournament director etc). The question of who would administer the register was raised. After some discussion it was agreed that Jo Hunt, could, in addition to the work that she undertakes on behalf of PSUK, also become the PSUK registrar. It was felt that this would put PSUK in a strong position in the future should there be any structural changes within the sport. Action - CH to articulate what information is required and produce a template for Am to send out electronically to members.
3. UKCC and Coach awards.

Discussion took place on the implications of UKCC qualifications on qualified BJA coaches and examiners. It was apparent that there was a lack of understanding on this subject. Action DD to contact UKCC on behalf of the PSUK technical committee and seek clarification as to the implications
AP was thanked for his continued support of Police Judo and his fresh approach to looking at strategic issues within the sport.
