The evening was completed with dinner, speeches from ACC David Jones of GMP, DCI Andy Moss from Cheshire Police; representing PSUK and Neil Adams MBE, who kindly attended with his wife Nicky to present medals. Winners were honored to receive medal from the ex World Champion and twice Olympic Silver Medalist.
